Set up School PCs:
1. Launch (or install and launch) the app (ensure you have the latest copy – check the Microsoft Store).
2. Give the provisioning package a suitable name (e.g. ‘MySchool Staff 1-to-1 Devices’). The package will have a six-month lifespan.
3. Add your Global Admin account (Note: This should be a member of the Intune MDM Auth Users group).
4. Do not add a wireless network (we recommend that you use ethernet cables when enrolling).
5. Configure Device Settings – only select the OS you are building (so Windows 10 or Windows 11), leave all other options cleared. Please remember that Intune has all this config depending on the type of device you are building (1-to-1, Shared, etc.).
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6. Name devices – ensure you use the RM naming convention:
STF1 = Staff 1-to-1
STFS = Staff Shared
STU1 = Student 1-to-1
STUS = Student Shared
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7. Set time zone to UK.
8. Product key – you can add one if changing the version of the OS.
9. Take a test – clear this.
10. Add apps – do not add any (this is done within the RM config of Intune).
11. Choose backgrounds – we leave this as ‘not configured’.
Now, add a USB pen-drive to your laptop and the app will save the provisioning package here. You can have multiple PPs on a single USB pen-drive (each is approx. 100MB in size).
NB. When building Windows 10 or 11 22H2 or later devices, we recommend that you edit the “provisioning package” once it has been created. Follow the instructions in TEC9424755 to ensure that your devices enrol successfully.
When the device is at the OOBE phase (please select the language) and no further (and has a valid Internet connection), insert the USB pen-drive with your provisioning package(s).
If there is only one, then the device will detect this and apply it. If you have added multiple, then you will be prompted to select the appropriate one.
